Triple P Courses & Levels

Available in Warwickshire 2010/11
The Triple P – Positive Parenting Program doesn’t assume ‘one size fits all’ when it comes to providing parenting support for families. Triple P knows that each family has its own special needs and concerns. That’s why Triple P has a suite of interventions with different levels of intensity. So as a practitioner, you decide which level will suit the family you’re working with. And even within those levels, there is a choice of delivery methods. Once again, it’s all about tailoring Triple P to suit individual families.
Level 2

This is a “light touch” intervention to provide brief one-off help for parents who are generally coping well but have one or two concerns with their child’s behaviour or development. It is available for parents of children from birth to 12 years and for parents of teenagers. Delivered as:
• Selected Seminar Series/ Teen Seminar - An introduction to Triple P. Parents attend any number of three 90 minute seminars, delivered to a minimum of 20 people.

Level 3

Brief counselling targets parents of a child with mild to moderate behavioural difficulties. It is available for parents of children from birth to 12 years and for parents of teenagers. Delivered as:

• Primary Care Triple P/ Primary Care Teen - A brief intervention with a primary care provider. Four individual consultations of between 15 and 30 minutes. Uses tip sheets and Positive Parenting Booklet to reinforce strategies. For parents of children birth to 12 years and Teen Triple P for parents of teenagers.

• Group Triple P/ Group Teen - Groups of no more than 12 parents attend five sessions and are supported with three phone counselling/catch-up sessions at home. Uses Every Parent’s Survival Guide DVD and workbook to engage parents and reinforce strategies.
