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Home Office announces extra help for victims of harassment

The Home Office has announced that new measures to help protect victims of harassment,
including domestic abuse, will come into effect next month. From 30 September 2009 courts will
have greater freedom to grant restraining orders when abusers appear before them. This will give
victims immediate protection and spare them the ordeal of a separate civil action. The
announcement coincides with the publication of the National Domestic Violence Delivery Plan
2008/9. Currently courts can only issue restraining orders following conviction for two types of
offences: harassment or putting someone in fear of violence. Under the new rules an order can be
made following conviction for any offence, and may even be made in circumstances where
someone is acquitted, if they judge that this will better protect victims. Breaking the terms of a
restraining order is a criminal offence punishable by up to five years in prison.
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National domestic violence delivery plan 2008-9

The government has just launched their most recent annual report outlining developments in policy
and practice during the past year and summarising progress on early identification of domestic
violence, capacity building to improve support for victims, and improvements to the way the criminal
justice system deals with domestic violence. It also outlines aims and objectives for the forthcoming
year.

Partner exploitation and violence in teenage intimate relationships:
executive summary

Summary: Summarises findings from a survey of 1,353 young people aged 13 to 17 years and
interviews with 91 adolescents. Main findings include: violence in intimate relationships is a
significant child welfare problem; girls reported a greater incidence of experiencing violence; young
participants were as likely as older adolescents to experience violence. Factors for experiencing
and instigating violence included child maltreatment, domestic violence and aggressive peer
networks. Girls with an older partner had the highest levels of victimisation. Young people either
told a friend or no one about the violence.
